Dear Comrade Dimitroff:

A short while ago I was called in by Comrade Panamarov [Ponomarev], who told me to inform the com-
rades back bome about the sttitude here to the slogan of the CP L5.A. “Communism ks Twentieth Century
Americanism.”

1 told Comrade Panamarov that I would write to the comrades and convey to them the information,
which I did. Talso told him that while I surmised the reason for this attitude, T would however, like to have a little
more clarification which could come from a discussion of the matter and I would particularly like to hear your
views.

Linformed Comrade Panamaroy that this s one of ous popular slogans which hes influenced large mass-
es. It serves as the main theme under which the Party claims and carries forward the revolutionary and democratic
traditions of America. This slogan can be found in all our literature and agitation since the gth Party Convention
of June 1936. This slogan has fired the imagination and revolutionary idealism of the movement and the wider
masses supporting it. On the basis of this slogan or the ideas implied by it the whole movement was spurred on'to
Americanize itself in the spirit of the 7th World Congress of the Communist International.

For these reasons I asked for more information in order to be more clear. However, I think that the rea-
son for the position taken here against this slogan is that it is unscientific. Communism is the classless society in
which the exploitation of man by man has been abolished; in which the state has withered away; in which the
economic and other material conditions of life are on such a high level that the relations between man are on a
high idealistic planc based upon the contribution of the individual to society according to his ability and from
which the individual receives according to his needs; that Communism, which is the highest development of So-
ciatism {which can be realized in one cowntey) is universal. Now, since Amestcanism has not yet shoom any sign
of any sotiery bigher than capitalism, and since even in its development fin one country) the most it possibly
could develop to, would be Socialism, therefore to call it “Communism” (regardless of which century] would be
incorrect from a Marxian standpoint.

I'have had no adequate explanation for the position here on the slogan. Therefore I can only conclude
that what I have here stated as the possible reason for objection is correct. Perhaps the comrades in the U.S.A. will
also think as [ do in search of an explanation. A further explanation would clear up matters.

However, I would like to call to your attention the following important literature which may throw light
on the slogan insofar as one can thereby see the reasons for its use by the Party:
1) The Democratic Front for Jobs, Security, Democracy and Peace. Page 86, Chapter VI entitled
“The American Tradition and Socialism.”
This is the pamphlet containing Comrade Browder's report to the 10th Convention of the Party in May
1938.
2) “The Revolutionary Background of the United States Constitution,” by Earl Browder in The
Communist for September 1937, or in The People’s Front, the book by Browder, on Page 249.

Comrade A. A. KUZNETSOV

I am sending you a record of conversations between sector head of the
Foreign Policy Department of the CC of the AUCP(b) Comrade Vronsky and
CPUSA National Council (Politburo) member Morris Childs.

Morris Childs posed several questions on which he would like to have the
opinion of the CC of the AUCP(b). In particular, he would like to know our
opinion on the question of creating a third independent progressive party. It
seems to us that in the U.S. the conditions are not yet in place to create such a
party at the present time. One of the main obstacles to this step is that unity of
action is lacking in the workers’ movement. As is well known, unity of action
is lacking not only between the two main U.S. trade union centers—the Con-
gress of Industrial Organizations (CIO) and the American Federation of Labor
(AFL)—but inside these organizations as well.

The leaders of the AFL and the CIO are speaking out against the creation of a
third party. Many influential liberal-progressive figures, including Wallace,
Pepper, Taylor, and others, are also speaking out against the creation of sucha
party at the present time.

We must also take into account that the CPUSA has little influence in
American society to resolve this problem on its own, without making use of
these forces. It is perfectly obvious that if such a party were created, it would
not receive broad support among workers’ and progressive organizations and
would not be successful in its struggle against the powerful political parties—
Democratic and Republican. The apparent task of the CPUSA at the present
time is to struggle for unity of action of all progressive forces and above all for
unity of action in the workers’ movement. And resolving the problem of
creating a third party depends on that.

During his first cross examination SGOVIO said he visited the American Embassy to inquire if there was news about his application to regain his American citizenship so as to return to the U.S.A.

There is suspicion here of counter-revolutionary espionage activities.


On the basis of orders from the NKVD USSR SGOVIO Tomas is under arrest.

American Communists and Radicals Executed by Soviet Political Police

and Buried at Sandarmokh

 A list of the names, biographical data, and dates of execution of 141 Finnish Americans buried in a secret KGB mass grave at Sandarmokh in the Karelian Republic, Russian Federation. Fourteen victims were American citizens by birth. It is unknown how many of the others, who immigrated to the United States early in the twentieth century, were naturalized citizens at the time of their move from the United States to the Soviet Union in the early 1930s.

I think it is clear,as we discussed briefly yesterday, that Roosevelt's mes-
sage is an event of major political significance and in many respects is an his—
toric document, Coming on the heels of Munich and certain reverses ror tihe pro-
gressive forces in the congressional elections, the President's report comes as a
beld, vital answer to.fascist aggression abroad and to political reaction at home,

Togetner witn this, the report undoubtedly constitutes an appeal for concert-
ed action for Congress and the people to make democracy work, to defend the cause
of peace and improve the social welfare of the American people, If this message
is supplemented by appropriate presidential and congrassional action, or at least
if there is o stubborn and consistent fight to realize the proposals outliued,
this message will have tremendous effect internationally and within the nation,

I want to touch upon certain specific aspects of the message and will divide
the report into two sections: first, foreizn policy and national defense, and se-
cond, social and domestic security and legislation,

The first point it is necessary to note the following main points stressed in
the message: first was posed the following - that democracy and peace are indivi-
sible, I think this is the neaning of the remarks contained in the report that
while Munich (which was implied rather than mentioned) may have averted war, it has
not assured peace, with the emphasis that we are living in a period in which rage
undeclared wars , that the threat of new aggression has become more menacing, that
fascist aggression in Europe, Asia and Africa endanger the peace of the U,S., and
the U.S. cannot afford to be indifferent to the international situation, Further-
more, his stress that the time has come to defend not only the homes but the tenets
of faith and humanity, or in other words, the democratic principles of the Ameri-
can people,

Together with this, there was clear recognition in the message by inference,
and which was not too indirect, that fascism is the chief source of aggressive war,
that fascism is the main enemy of democracy, as well as peace, that fascist ag-
gression must be checked and ended and that the policy of so-called neutrality only
aids aggression,

On the basis of this analysis and statement of principles, I think we can see
in the President's message the outlining of certain very concrete prowosals which,
if they vecome the foreign policy of tne American government, will constitute a
positive peace policy and will actually make the United States an active leading
force in the struggle for world peace. Among these things are, first, tne ques-
tion that in its foreign policy, America must avoid any action, or lack of action,
as he put it, which would encourage support or build up aggressor nations and ag-
gression, and from that his recommendations, again by inference, for a revision
of the Neutrality Act to penalize aggressors, also placing of question of applica-
tion of economic sanctions.

The second proposal for stronger, more adequate national defense, placed the
problem in military and economic sense and then great emphasis on tie need of a
united democracy, national unity in any program or policy of national defense,

The third definite proposal was a reiteration that the U,S. is willing and
anxious to narticipate in an international conference of all nations to terminate
aggression,

While such a policy represents a tremendous step forward, and if enforced will
bring about a change in American foreigm policy in the interest of promoting world
peace, quarantining the fascist aggressors, we must at the same time note certain
weaknesses in the proposals of the president on the question of the foreign policy

Despite the fact that since our telegram you have taken some steps to correct
the erroneous position of your party as regards the European war, your speech
in Cleveland demonstrates that you nevertheless remain a captive of tenets
that were correct before the European war but are now incorrect. It is not
simply that we Communists characterize that war as imperialist, but rather
that the war is bringing about such radical changes in the entire international
situation, changes that compel Communists of all countries to make a radical
shift in the tactics of Comparties. What are these changes? First, the war
plunges the capitalist world into a state of acute and profound crisis. At issue
here is not only fascism, but the very existence of the entire capitalist system.
The issue of fascism is secondary; the main and fundamental issue is the
struggle against capitalism, against bourgeois dictatorship, irrespective of
which political guise it assumes or which hypocritical slogans it employs to
conceal its imperialist aims in both the belligerent and the neutral countries.
Second, war is the most virulent manifestation of imperialist dissipation and
reaction. In wartime the bourgeoisie of so-called bourgeois-democratic states
pattern their own regimes after fascism (consider, for instance, the dispersal of
the Communist party in France). The bourgeoisie of these countries have now
assumed a stance toward the Soviet Union [literally, “the land of the Soviets”]
more hostile than that of the fascist states. The ruling classes of the belligerent
states are equally waging an imperialist war, equally acting as both the de-
fending and the attacking parties in that war, equally stepping up bourgeois-
dictatorship terror campaigns. Consequently, any basis for contrasting “bour-
geois democracy” and fascism is disappearing. By the same token, the pre-
requisites for a “democratic” front have been undermined. Don't think that
the USA will be an exception in this regard. Even remaining neutral, the USA
with its powerful financial oligarchy take the same route as belligerent Eu-
rope—the path of intensified reaction, if for no other reason than that its
bourgeoisie realizes that the war jeopardizes its continuing dominance.
Third, workers can now contemplate prospects far broader than simply de-
fending the remnants of “bourgeois democracy.” We would be pedants, rather
than revolutionaries, if we were to cling to the old slogans of a “popular” or
“democratic” front at a time when the very underpinnings of capitalism are
vulnerable. Moreover, the more the idea of a frontal assault against capitalism
takes hold of the consciousness of the masses, the faster the higher-ups of the
so-called democratic parties, too, will defect to the reactionaries’ camp.

The task of American Communists is now to realize a militant unity of
proletarian activities, to strengthen proletarian union with the farmers by

«s..» L confress that I am not nearly so pessimistic as you are. There are periods
in world history when everything is on the down grade, due usually I think to economic
disintegration which affects not only the economic and financial phases of life, but
also the political and all others. There are also times when there is a general
economic upswing, and during these periods everything becomes easier; people become
more reasonable and it is possible to achieve something constructive. I am convinced
that ve are now entering a period of econcmic prosperity. England is already in
that period and most of the British Emoire is entering it. A considerable portion of
the sterling bloc is also progressing most satisfactorily., The swing-up in the
United States is absolutely phenomenal. Horeover, in my opinion, it is infiditely
sounder than a similar development in 1927 and 1928. The same progress is beginning
to appear in Central and South America. I believe that the repercussion on all the
countries of the world of this prosperity throughout the western hemisphere and the
British Empire will be so great that men will begin again, in spite of lunatic ideas
which are prevalent in many quarters, to behave as reasonable human beings. There-
fore I feel that there is a sure basis for long-run optimism. I think we shall reve
anxious moments to go through in the next eighteen months, but I believe that if we
can get through that pericd without catastrophe, there is a great chance that civil-
ized human beings will again be able to make their influence felt throughout the
Worldeseess.
